Visual Basic.NET Test 3: Chapters 6 and 7
This is a fairly short test so this advice will be similar:

How to develop Object-oriented applications is the key issue here. Study the code of the Invoice application developed earlier. Now compare this with the revised form class given on page 201 and the Invoice class on page 203. Note how the form class deals with ‘a form’ and the Invoice class provides for the ‘instantiation’. This is a key aspect of the OO approach. Later you will see how it is very easy to add a validation class to deal with the issue of data validation.

The key is in sensible and consistent variable declarations (using a standard).

Understand the process: Identify the objects needed for the application:

Then design the class for each object. (Note that the use of the word ‘object’ is not quite consistent. However it should be clear from the context.

When two or more objects are instantiated from the same class they will always have the same properties and property values?
