Project 11-4
Translate English to Pig Latin
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The Pig Latin equivalent:
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Operation

· The user enters a word in the text box and clicks the Translate button or presses the Enter key.

· The application translates the word to Pig Latin and displays it on the form.

Specifications

· If the word starts with a consonant, move the consonants before the first vowel to the end of the word and add ay. If the word starts with a vowel, just add lay to the end of the word.

· So that you don’t have to check for both lowercase and uppercase letters, the application should convert the word entered by the user to lowercase.

· Use the StringBuilder class to manipulate the string entered by the user. To start, use a Select Case statement to determine if the first letter is a vowel. If it is, add “lay” to the string. Otherwise, use a loop to check each letter in the string up to the first vowel. For each consonant that’s found, add that letter to the end of the StringBuilder object and delete it from the beginning of the StringBuilder object. When a vowel is found, add “ay” to the StringBuilder object.

Note

· This application will not provide the proper translation for all words. For example, it won’t provide for the use of the letter y as a vowel. It also doesn’t check for non-alphabetic characters.
