Operation

· The user selects a downloader from the combo box and the application displays the number of downloads and the e-mail address for that downloader in the text boxes.

· To modify the data for the selected downloader, the user enters the new data and clicks on the Update button or presses the Enter key. The user can also click on the Cancel button to cancel the changes and redisplay the original data.

· To delete the selected downloader, the user clicks on the Delete button.

· To save the changes to the Downloaders file and end the program, the user clicks on the Save & Exit button.

Specifications

· This application should process an existing binary file named Downloaders.dat in the C:\VB.NET\Files directory. This file consists of the three fields shown above. The fields that contain the name and e-mail address are stored as strings, and the field that contains the number of downloads is stored as an integer.

· When the application first starts, it loads the records into an array list of structures that define the records in the file. It also loads the downloader names into the combo box on the form.

· When the user selects a downloader from the combo box, the application retrieves the information for that downloader from the array list. Any changes the user makes to the downloader are saved back to the array list.

· When the user clicks on the Delete button, the application should confirm the delete operation. Then, if it’s confirmed, the application should delete the downloader from the array list and from the combo box list.

· When the user clicks on the Save & Exit button, the application deletes the original file and then creates a new one and writes all the downloaders in the array list to it.

· When this application first starts, the Update, Cancel, and Delete buttons should be disabled. These buttons should be enabled and disabled appropriately as the application executes.

· Assume that the Downloaders.dat file contains valid data and that the user enters valid data.
