Project 14-1
Add downloader records (XML file)
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Operation

· The user enters the information for a downloader and then clicks on the Add button or presses the Enter key.

· The application adds an item to the end of an array list that contains all the existing records in the Downloaders file. Then, it clears the text boxes and moves the focus to the first text box so the user can enter the information for another downloader.

· If the user clicks on the Cancel button, the application clears the text boxes and moves the focus to the first text box.

· To save the new and existing downloaders to the Downloaders file and end the program, the user clicks on the Save & Exit button.

Specifications

· This application should process an XML file named Downloaders.xml that you create in your project. This file should consist of a root element named Downloaders and a parent element named Downloader for each downloader in the file. Each downloader element should include an attribute named Name that contains a string, a child element named Downloads that contains an integer, and a child element named EMail that contains a string. To start, you can define a single Downloader element with any information you like.

· Because you can’t add records to the end of an XML file, this application should start by reading the existing records in the Downloaders.xml file into an array list. Then, the application can add items to this list when the user clicks on the Add button.

· When the user clicks on the Save & Exit button, the application writes all the items in the array list to the Downloaders.xml file, replacing the original file.

· When this application first starts, the Add and Cancel buttons should be disabled. These buttons should be enabled and disabled appropriately as the application executes.

· Assume that the Downloaders.xml file contains valid data and that the user enters valid data.
