Project 18-2:
Maintain Books table
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Operation

· The user selects a book from the combo box at the top of the form and the application displays the data for that book.

· To modify the data for the selected book, the user enters the changes and then clicks on the Update button or presses the Enter key. The user can also click on the Cancel button to cancel the changes and redisplay the original data.

· To delete the selected book, the user clicks on the Delete button. Then, the application accepts confirmation from the user before deleting the book.

· To add a new book, the user clicks on the Add button and the application clears the controls. Then, the user can enter the data for the new book and click on the Update button to save it or click on the Cancel button to cancel the add operation.

· To save the changes to the database, the user clicks on the Update Database button.

Specifications

· Create two data adapters, one for the Books table and one for the Authors table. The Books data adapter should retrieve the columns shown on the form above from all the rows in the table and sort the results by the ShortTitle column. The Authors data adapter should retrieve the AuthorID and Name columns from all the rows in the table and sort the results by the Name column.

· Generate a dataset that includes the data from both tables. Then, bind the text box controls to the appropriate columns in these tables. Bind the Book combo box to the ShortTitle column of the Books table, and bind the Authors combo box so that the Name column from the Authors table is displayed but the AuthorID column in the Books table is updated.

· When the user clicks on the Update button, the application should only update the dataset. The database shouldn’t be updated until the user clicks on the Update Database button.

· When the user clicks on the Exit button, the application should check if any changes have been made that haven’t been saved. If so, the user should be warned that the changes will be lost if he continues.

· If an exception occurs during the database update, the program should process the remaining rows. Then, it should display a message that lists the titles of the books that weren’t updated.
