Project 6-2
Accumulate test score data

This project is a modification of project 5-1. If you have already done that project, you can simply modify it to match the specifications that follow.
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Operation

· The user enters a test score ranging from 0 to 100 and then clicks the Enter score button or presses the Enter key to activate that button.

· For each score, the application adds one to the number of scores, calculates the average score, and determines what the best score is so far. Then, it displays the results.

· To clear the results so the user can enter another set of scores, the user clicks on the Reset button.

Specifications

· Create a class named ScoreData that includes the following members:

	Property
	Description

	NumberOfScores as Integer
	Read-only. The number of scores.

	BestScore As Integer
	Read-only. The best score.

	AverageScore As Decimal
	Read-only. The average score, rounded to two decimal places.

	Method
	Description

	AddScore(Score As Integer)
	Adds 1 to the number of scores and calculates the total of the scores, the best score, and the average score.


· Use the ScoreData class to accumulate the score data and update the data on the form each time the user enters a score.

· Include data validation and/or exception handling so the program won’t fail under any circumstances.
